Evacuation Protocol

[ There is possible danger INSIDE the school. Examples can include; fire, chemical spill, gas leak, etc.

[ Students will be escorted by staff to a safe location away from the school.

[ If required, students will be transported to predetermined evacuation centres. Students will be
released using the division’s Student Release procedures.

[ No one will re-enter the school until the Incident Commander issues the ALL CLEAR.

How will parents be notified if the Evacuation protocol is initiated?

Parents may not always be notified immediately when the Evacuation protocol is initiated. If the incident requires students to
remain away from the school for a period of time, parents will be notified. Should students be transported to another
location, a notification with instructions will be sent to parents using the division’s School Messenger notification system.
Further updates will also be posted on the division website and social media accounts.

It was discussed at our last School Council meeting that perhaps some parents were
unclear about what our School Council is, who it is comprised of and what its role
is. The parent council has formal roles (Chair, vice-chair, secretary, treasurer) that
are filled by parents but in simplest terms, all parents are welcome to attend and
contribute to our conversations (which we usually try to keep to an hour’s length).

School Council Resource Guide

School councils are structured groups of parents, principals, teachers, and community
representatives who work together to effectively support and enhance student learning.
They provide a means for members of the school community to consult with and provide
advice to the principal and the school board. School councils were legislated in 1995
under Alberta’s School Act and are mandatory for all schools in the public education
system, including charter schools. The Government of Alberta recognizes the value of
parents and the community to be engaged in the education of children. It is through
school council that parents, community members and school staff have a means of
participating in decisions that impact student learning success.

School councils are an important forum through which members of school communities
play an advisory role in school improvement planning. Key factors in collaborative
relationships are building meaningful, two-way communication and supporting respectful
interactions among education partners. The actual decision-making authority of the
school council is limited to:

* Determining the school council operating procedures.

* Planning engagement activities that align with school council’s legislated purpose.

* Advising the principal and board on educational issues that pertain to the school.

* Establishing and reviewing school council’s goals, objectives, action plans and
procedures.

* Communicating and consulting with parents and the school community.
